To Parents of Out-of-Bounds Students: 

 
Thank you for your interest in registering your child in one of our Lethbridge School Division kindergarten 
Programs. We are pleased to provide excellent programs and services for our Kindergarten students. 
Since you have chosen to seek admission to a Kindergarten program outside of your child’s attendance 
area (neighbourhood school), it is important that you are fully informed as to the Division policy regarding 
school choice. 

 
Under Division Procedure 602.1.2 for Kindergarten: 

 
“In-boundary students have priority in programs. Out-of-boundary children must apply for 
admission (form 501.3.2) and may be admitted based on the decision of the principal.” 

 
• Since in-boundary students have priority, you are strongly encouraged to register your child in your 

neighbourhood school’s Kindergarten program. 
• If you choose to register your child as an out-of-boundary student, your application cannot be 

accepted until the principal has determined whether the school has the resources needed to 
accommodate your child. For example, if a principal finds that a Kindergarten program is full, out-of- 
boundary students will not be accepted. 

• Please note that this decision may not be made any later than April 30th for the upcoming 
year as families need a timely response to family plan for the upcoming school year. Your child’s 
registration will not be official until you have received notification from the school principal 
indicating whether or not your child has been accepted.
